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MESSAGE FROM DESERONTO TOWN COUNCIL 
 

Recently there have been a number of issues and concerns relating to permits associated 
with the building code.  Stemming from this Town Council would like to advise that under the 
Building Code Act, it is the responsibility of every person and every builder who erects a building 
or structure to ensure that construction does not proceed unless the required permits have been 
issued by the Chief Building Official (CBO).  Furthermore, it is a provincial offense to 
construct/demolish a building without the required permits.  The Building Code Act allows fines 
for non-compliance. 
 

A Building/Demolition Permit is required: 
 

·  For the construction or demolition of a building/structure greater than 10 Sq. meters 
(108 Sq. feet or 10ft x 10ft) with or without plumbing. 

·  For the construction of a building smaller than 10 Sq. meters (108 Sq. ft. or 10ft x 10ft) 
that contains plumbing. 

 

Construction as defined by the Building Code Act is anything that has to do with the 
erection, installation, extension or material alteration of a building.  A “building” means a 
structure consisting of a wall, roof and floor or any of them or a structural system serving the 
function thereof.  A permit is required for any construction as defined and which is covered 
under the scope of the Ontario Building Code.  Renovations and alterations require a permit, 
and include (but are not limited to): additions to living areas, plumbing, adding or finishing a 
basement, changes to footings, installing larger windows, changing the type of roof covering 
(e.g. shingles to metal), adding a deck, or erecting a temporary shelter of 10 square meters or 
more (such as shelters for cars).  A permit is also required to change the use of a property.  
The building code regulations are in place to protect residents so accidents are reduced, e.g., a 
temporary car shelter blowing onto a neighbour’s property because it wasn’t properly secured, 
or faulty wiring (sometimes resulting in a fire). 

The Building Code Act is a provincial law, which places the responsibility of enforcing its 
regulations on the municipality.  As such, the Town of Deseronto has passed a by-law covering 
the issuance of permits, inspections and notices as required, and has set fees, which cover the 

administration and enforcement of the regulations of the Building Code Act.  For cost-effectiveness to taxpayers, four 
municipalities have integrated their rate schedule.  In Deseronto, we share the services of Chief Building Official (Ken Buxton) 
and Building Inspector (Jim Shiner) with the municipalities of the Township of Tyendinaga, Tweed and Stirling-Rawdon.

COUNCIL CALLS ON O.P.P TO SLOW DOWN TRAFFIC  
Over the past few months the Council for the Town of Deseronto have received numerous complaints and concerns regarding 
the traffic speed on Dundas St.  In response, Deseronto Council has asked the O.P.P to increase enforcement of the posted 
speed limit.  Dundas St. is clearly marked as a 40km/h zone and yet is regularly traveled at speeds exceeding 60km/h.  The 
Council’s commitment is to ensure our roads are traveled at an appropriate speed and the residents have safe street crossings 
in the municipality.  We ask all residents to please slow down when traveling in our community and make our town a safer place. 
Also please note that enforcement tactics will be increasing to help minimize the risk of tragedy on our town streets.

CHAMBER MUSIC RECITAL 

About 70 people gathered on Sunday evening, August 17th, 
at St. Mark’s Hall, to hear cellist Amber Walton-Amar and the piano 
accompaniment of Brian Jackson.  Amber is the daughter of artist 
Maureen Walton (well known for her murals in the area) and played 
with both verve and grace.  Maestro Jackson has been a prominent 
musical force in the region for many years as a pianist, organist, and 
orchestral conductor.  He formerly conducted the Kingston 
Symphony Orchestra and is now a guest conductor across North 
America. 

The evening started with J.S. Bach’s Suite No.3, BWV 1009 
in C major, for unaccompanied cello.  One of six such suites based 
on dance forms popular in the 1700s, these works are described by 

some as the bible of the cellist, comprising some of the most important works in the cello repertory.  Following the exquisite 
control of Bach, Amber was then joined by Maestro Jackson for Schumann’s Fantasiestücke, op.73.  Translated literally as 
“Fantasy Piece,” the work was composed in 1848—one of Schumann’s most fruitful years when he was inspired by the many 
major political changes occurring in Europe at the time (indeed, several revolutions).  After the intermission, a contemporary 
work composed between 2001-03, by Canadian Chan Ka Nin, Soulmate for solo cello was presented.  Derived from his 
composition Poetry On Ice, the unending melody wonderfully conveys the subtle and graceful movements of a pair of dancers 
on ice.  The evening was concluded by Beethoven’s Sonata for Cello and Piano, op. 69 in A major, composed in 1808.  Again 
accompanied by Maestro Jackson, this is the best known of Beethoven’s five sonatas for cello.  It is an extremely powerful and 

stirring work (Europe was again in turmoil at the 
time), and like the whole evening was a joy to hear 
and see in this live concert.  Amber at the start of her 
career, and Brian as a seasoned professional, 
formed a remarkable duo with a level of musical 
communication and rapport often only seen with 
artists who have worked together for many years.  
After the concert there was a reception so the 
audience could meet the artists and enjoy 
conversation.  Funds raised during the evening went 
to support DACS and Amber’s up-coming studies in 
the U.S.
