KINGSTON NURSES FOUND HIDING IN DESERONTO ANTIQUE SHOP By Paul Robertson
robertsp@kgh.kari.net; 613.549.6666 x2569. During a recent shopping expedition in Deseronto,
a museum curator with a sharp eye discovered three nurses holed up in the Great Deseronto
Antique Emporium. There they were, propped on a shelf in a back corner of the shop looking as
youthful and self-assured as they had when they left nursing school a century ago. They have
now been returned to their rightful home at the Museum of Health Care at Kingston, housed in the
former nurses’ residence at Kingston General Hospital. The picturesque trio, dressed in charming
uniforms with puff sleeves, white bibs and aprons, and jaunty caps, are in fact two-dimensional
characters. What the curator found was a delightful photographic portrait of three nurses who
were students at KGH. The nurse in the middle is identified as Caroline Matilda Edmison who
graduated from the hospital school in 1904. When he discovered this rare photograph, the
curator was on the prowl through Deseronto’s antique shops and flea markets looking for
artefacts and props for a new gallery at the museum. As the history of nursing education at KGH
is the subject of the new exhibition, it was serendipitous to uncover the portrait of some of its
former graduates. The official opening at the Museum of Health Care is November 13" at
7:00pm, but it is a permanent gallery and can be seen whenever visiting the museum. In addition
to the photograph, the curator was pleased to report that he found many additional items to dress the museum’s recreation of a
typical 1930s-era nurse’s residence bedroom at the Great Deseronto Antique Emporium, Pretty Old Things, The Deseronto Flea
Market, and the Little Flea Market. “I'm amazed at the quality of the selection | found in the shops | visited in Deseronto,” he
noted. “I will definitely return again when I’'m looking for objects for my next show.” (Paul Robertson is the Curator of the
Museum of Health Care at Kingston, and Chairperson of the Deseronto Archives Board)
