HYDRO ONE RATE INCREASES 
Following a thorough OEB process, which involved a public hearing and 
opportunities for stakeholder and public input, the OEB recently 
approved Hydro One’s 2008 delivery rates, with an effective date of May 
1, 2008. 
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Hydro One began implementing the approved 2008 rates on February 1, 2009.  A retroactive adjustment is being applied to the 
delivery charge on our customers’ bills from February 1, 2009 to April 30, 2011.  These delivery rate changes represent an 
increase of about one to three percent per month on the total bill for most Hydro One residential and farm customers, while our 
general service energy-billed customers will see a decrease of up to nine percent per month on their total bills. 
Please refer to the attached chart which shows the proposed increase in dollars per month in the first year and after the four 
year phase in period for the average acquired residential and general service energy-billed customer in your community.  We 
have set up a special line at our Customer Communications Centre (1-888-543-8031) for inquiries about our delivery rate 
changes.

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DANCING IN THE SKY BOOK LAUNCH – RESOUNDING 
SUCCESS 
The book launch held March 7th, 2009 at the Deseronto Public 
Library was a resounding success.  It featured the book “Dancing in 
the Sky,” by area author C.W. (Bill) Hunt, which looks back on 
Canada’s contributions to the Royal Flying Corps in the First World 
War.   Deseronto played a key role in the development of the Allied 
air forces during WWI.  For a 19-month stretch between the spring of 
1917 until the end of 1918 the Deseronto Wing was home to a 
training facility that helped churn out some 4,000 Royal Flying Corps 
fighter pilots, in turn paving the way for Canada’s increasing 
influence on the international stage.  Every single one of the copies 
of Dancing in the Sky brought to the library by Greenley's Bookstore 

was sold, with a long waiting list for the next 
delivery.    We estimate that 135 people came to hear 
Bill talk about the training of pilots in Canada during 
the First World War.

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DESERONTO CEMETERY - Place of Repose, Place of Hist ory  
A short trip east of downtown Deseronto lays a beautiful rolling landscape adjacent to Unger’s Island.  
Familiar to most residents as the final resting place of many of our town’s citizens, Deseronto Cemetery is a 
place of serenity and peace, quiet reflection and prayer.  It is also a place alive with history. 
Located on Highway 2 in Lennox and Addington County in the former Richmond Township (now Greater 
Napanee), Deseronto’s cemetery spreads over 25 acres overlooking the Bay of Quinte and contains space 
for hundreds of plots.  Although it is not known exactly when the cemetery was established, work to create 
the driveways, mortuary vault, and tree plantings was under way by 1888—a year before Deseronto was 
elevated from village to town status.  It was not unusual for municipal burial grounds to be situated in a rural 
area outside town limits where large tracts of land were more affordable.  Victorian cemeteries were often 
designed as parks with winding paths and lush landscaping that invited visitors to stroll.  In active use since 

the 1880s, Deseronto cemetery 
contains lasting reminders of 
many local families and people 
who played significant roles in 
the Town’s history. 
There are people from all walks of life buried here.  
A soaring granite column topped with a veiled urn 
marks the plot of Deseronto’s leading family, the 
Rathbuns.  Theatre builder and impresario Thomas 
Naylor was buried in Deseronto Cemetery in 1924.  
The graves of seven First World War Royal Flying 
Corps/Royal Air Force pilots who died during 
training at Camp Rathbun and Camp Mohawk are a 
link to our military past (One of these pilots is buried 
a few hundred metres to the east in neighbouring 
St. Vincent de Paul Roman Catholic Cemetery).  
The Deseronto Cemetery Board is responsible for the 
administration and maintenance of the burial grounds.  
We encourage you to take time to explore this “outdoor 
textbook” of Deseronto history.

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DESERONTO ARCHIVES - Archives 
Abroad 

A conference on 
the use of Web 
technologies in 
Archives took 
place in 
Manchester, 
England in 
March. As we’ve 
been doing a lot 
online with the 

collections in Deseronto to share them more 
widely (while being very limited by available time 
and funding), your archivist was able to give a 
presentation entitled ‘Archives 2.0 on a micro 
scale’ at this event.  The conference web pages 
are at 
http://www.cresc.ac.uk/events/archiveseries/Confe
rence.html and you can see the slides about 
Deseronto’s activities in this area at 
http://www.slideshare.net/amandahill/archives-20-
on-a-micro-scale. The main argument behind the 

presentation was that you don’t need a huge amount of funding, time, or technical expertise to share information about archives 
on the Web. It is also true to say that interesting new collaborations, additions to the archives and even new works of art can be 
the end result of starting such ventures.  Being in Manchester, we had the opportunity to visit the John Rylands library, a major 
research centre which is now part of The University of Manchester. The original library was opened to the public in 1900 and the 
building has recently been extended to improve access. As this photograph of the join between the old and the new (from Flickr 
user light_arted: http://www.flickr.com/photos/light_arted/) shows, the original building shares many features with church 
buildings.Our facilities in Deseronto may not be quite as spectacular as those of the John Rylands, but our use of the Web to 
promote our collections can be thought of as quite ground-breaking. Visit the Archives’ blog for more details at 
http://deserontoarchivist.blogspot.com!
