DESERONTO ARCHIVES DEPARTMENT - A look at 
Deseronto's people in 1881  

 

A genealogist visited the archives last week, interested in finding out more about her ancestor, a man listed in the 1881 census 
as of African origin, who had been born in the 
United States. A closer look at the whole 
census for Mill Point, as Deseronto was then 
known, shows that there were five adults in 
the town at that date who are identified as 
being of African origin: two women and three 
men. The three men were all born in the 
United States and two of the three are 
described as barbers. They were, in fact, the 
only barbers in Mill Point at that time. Owning 
a barber's shop was one of the few ways in 
which African Americans could successfully 
build up a business with a white clientele in 
the United States in the nineteenth century. It 
is interesting to see that these two individuals 
and their families had come north to work in 
Deseronto. 
With the census records we can take an 
overall look at the racial origins of Mill Point 
(Deseronto) citizens in 1881. There were 
1,670 people in the town at that time (only 
slightly fewer than there are today). Here is a 
table breaking down the population by their 
reported racial origins and the places of birth 
of the townspeople:  
 

We can see that by 1881, nearly 100 years after this 
area was first settled in any great numbers, 85% of 
the town’s population had been born in Canada. This 
was a period of rapid industrial expansion for the 
Rathbun Company, whose mills and factories were 
attracting working men to the town. A closer look at 
the ethnically Irish third of the population shows just 
how youthful the people of the town were in 1881:

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If we compare this age profile with information taken from the 

2001 census for the town, the difference is 
obvious:  The gender profile was also quite 
different from today’s. Now there is an even 
split between men and women in 
Deseronto. A sampling of the 1881 data 
suggests that two thirds of the population 
were male and only a third female back 
then. Those African American barbers 
would not have been short of customers in 
1881!

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PAWS 4 U – FOSTER CATS NEEDING HOMES 
For more information call Diane Myers (613-396-3139) or consult the Fixed ‘Fur’ Life website (www.fixedfurlife.com).  All cats are 
spayed/neutered, have limited vaccinations, and there is no cost (although donations are always appreciated). 

Stanley  is a medium-sized, light ginger-coloured male of 3 years.  He takes a bit of time to adapt to 
new surroundings and cats, because he is initially shy and very scared.  However, within a couple of 
weeks he loves to play, and is very cute when he cocks his head and rolls on his back and poses his 
paws.  When you stop petting he often extends his paw as though saying “please don’t stop.”  He 
rarely meows and gets along well with non-dominant cats  such as Stewart (they sleep together) who 
is being fostered in the same residence—see below.  They would make an excellent pair for someone 
wanting two cats to keep company. 
Stewart  – (Sorry he doesn’t sit still for a photo).  This gentle and very affectionate male tabby with 
stunning light green eyes, and dark tortoise colour on top and a white underside and paws, has come 
back to us as a foster after 6 months because the woman who adopted him died.  We were told there 
was an easy adjustment when Stewart was introduced to her other cat, and has adjusted well to other 
foster cats that he shares space with.  Stewart is about 3 years old, active, loves rubs and playing with 
other cats (such as Stanley above), sitting on your lap, sleeping with you (if you wish).  With all the 
stress of being outside much of last summer, and being relocated again, he has hair loss at the base 
of his tail and hind quarters from over grooming. 

 

Rupert  is a small, long-haired tabby of about one year.  He ‘talks a little’ to get affection, loves to 
cuddle and play, get belly rubs and sit on your lap (big time).  He doesn’t jump much, is good-natured 
and gentle (as nail clipping and cleaning revealed), good with children, and gets along well with most 
cats.  He needs a home that is prepared to provide hypo-allergenic food (available at vets) to help 
control his diarrhea. 
 

Pax (bottom left) About 1 year grey tabby.  A little shy, but very cute. 
Alba  (right) is a 
completely white, 
short-haired male (pink 
skin showing through 
the thin fur of his 
muzzle and ears), and 
about 2-3 years.  He 
was immediately 
comfortable in new 
surroundings, has a 

huge purr, and is lonely when he is not around 
people (if he is kept in a separate room he cries 
like a baby).  Best suited to a single cat 
household because of respiratory issues that may 
flare up occasionally (but not since he was 
treated after being abandoned in the winter) or in 
a house where other cats are fully innoculated.
